Instructions:

1. Download the coloured version of St John the Baptist church onto card.

2. Cut out all sections with scissors very carefully (you might need to ask for assistance). 

3. For best results - score the dashed lines, fold and then glue the tabs with pva glue.

1. Download the black and white version of St John the Baptist church onto card.  

· Colour in the building.
2. For best results - score the dashed lines, fold and then glue the tabs with pva glue.

· After it has been built add textural detail using pva glue and lightweight materials such as tissue paper, fabric, card, sand, small cork pieces.

Background information

St John the Baptist, Roman Catholic Church, was originally situated in Drumcree, Portadown in County Armagh.  It was built in 1783, originally with a thatched roof.  This rural church was built to accommodate 2000 worshippers. Inside the church there are 3 galleries with room for worshippers and and an organ.   The altar sits on the long wall.  This beautiful little church was re-erected at the Museum.
